Motion by Ihrke seconded by Harbst to approve a Class E liquor license for Hy-Vee Wine and Spirits.  Motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Motion by Ihrke seconded by Harbst to approve the Financial Statements for November and December 2011.  Motion carried unanimously.  Revenue for the month of November, 2011 is $2,704,026.95.  Expenditures for the month of November are as follows: General Fund $170,740.17; Road Use $71,843.65; Trust & Agency $42,128.68; TIF $10,098.00; Economic Dev $318,833.33; Friends/Library $300.24; Debt Service $3,955.00; Pointe of Pines II $116,428.08; 23rd St. Storm Sewer $550.00; East 9th St. Bio-cell project  $570.00; 2011 PCC Paving Project $591.50; Water $62,066.38; WTP Pre-ozone improve 2011 $45,328.23; Water T&A $1,435.87; Sanitary Sewer $11,932.03; Sanitary Sewer Improv $640.00; Solid Waste $54,030.44; Partial Self-funding ins. $1,361.86.

DISCUSSION OF LAKE STREET PROJECT

Brad Beck from Beck Engineering investigated three options for the intersection of Hwy 9/71 and Lake Street:  Change to cul-de-sac, convert to westbound one-way, or leave as is.  After discussion, it was decided to leave the intersection as is, but improve sightlines for eastbound Lake Street traffic.
PRESENTATION OF FISCAL YEAR 2011 AUDIT REPORT

Tom Hinrichsen from Winther, Stave & Company, presented the FY2011 audit and reported that the City finances are in good condition.  
DICKINSON COUNTY TRAILS ANNUAL REPORT

Executive Director Mary Jensen delivered the annual trails report and reported that the proposed Pioneer Beach Trail was not approved, but the Trails Board will re-apply for funding next year.
ANNEXATION OF PROPERTIES INTO THE CITY
PUBLIC HEARING
The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing to consider annexation of properties into the City.  No oral or written comments were received.  

Motion by Balm seconded by Ihrke to continue the hearing to February 14, 2012.  Motion carried unanimously.

APPROVE AUTHORIZATION TO NEGOTIATE AGREEMENT WITH RDG PLANNING FOR MEMORIAL PARK IMPROVEMENTS

Motion by Balm seconded by Harbst to authorize staff to execute a limited engagement agreement with RDG Planning & Design to make changes to the Memorial Park master plan as suggested by the Council and the Park and Recreation Committee for an amount not to exceed $5,000.00  Motion carried unanimously.
