DISCUSSION OF HIRING MORATORIUM

Police Chief Hanson asked the Council to consider lifting the hiring moratorium.  Following some discussion, the Council took no action.
REAPPOINTMENTS TO THE LOW RENT HOUSING AGENCY BOARD

Motion by Ihrke seconded by Bice to approve the re-appointment of Carol Schultz and Linda Lowe to the Low Rent Housing Agency Board with the term ending June 30, 2012.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY WIDE SPRING CLEAN UP DAYS
Motion by Ihrke seconded by Thee to approve May 3-6th as city–wide spring clean up days.  Motion carried unanimously

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice commented some of the newer streets are showing signs of needing repair.  Harbst encouraged street sweeping before the rain washes the sand down the storm sewers.  Stevens reported Dickinson County will receive FEMA aid following the Christmas snow storm, and the City will be receiving some of those funds.  Thee reported he and delegates from the Iowa Lakes Corridor met with Senators Grassley and Harkin, and with Representatives King and Latham in Washington DC, and discussed the need for federal funding for the East Center Lake Drainage Project and Highways 86 and 20.
