REQUEST FOR USE OF PUBLIC SPACES FOR CHALKSTOCK STREET ART FESTIVAL 
Motion by Ihrke seconded by Harbst to allow closure of public parking spaces on the east side of Hill Avenue, between Lake Street and 16th Street, with closure of parking spaces starting at Lake Street on both sides of Hill Avenue, and a four foot width of sidewalk closest to the red tile brick, and to keep walking space available for pedestrians on the sidewalk, and use of parking lot at 16th and Hill Avenue, between the hours of 5 AM – 6 PM on August 14, 2010. Motion carried unanimously
COMMENTS BY PUBLIC
Sean Enfield of Boji Rides Taxi Service addressed the Council requesting stricter enforcement of taxi services operating without a Spirit Lake taxi permit.  Thee recommended this topic be discussed by the Public Safety Committee.  Phil Morrison, member of a homeowners group, explained to the Council their reasons for seeking a voluntary annexation into the City of Okoboji, and asked for the Council’s support.  Stevens started the City should receive a notice from the City of Okoboji of the annexation request.   Tanya Webber, 2401 Denver Avenue, expressed desire for a dog park within an existing city park or a future city park. 
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice encouraged better enforcement of silt screen usage at construction sites within the City.  Stevens reported the Spirit Lake Development Corporation has been created and a temporary board to govern the corporation has been created.    Stevens stated the Street Market event on Thursday, June 3rd was a success with expectation for growth as summer progresses.
