APPOINTMENT TO SPIRIT LAKE DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

Motion by Bice seconded by Harbst to appoint Steve Balm to the Spirit Lake Development Corporation.  Balm asked for a description of duties and responsibilities of the Development Corporation before accepting the appointment.  Stevens agreed to provide Balm with the information.  Bice withdrew his motion and Harbst withdrew his second to the motion.  No action was taken.

Councilmember Jeff Thee joined the meeting.
REQUEST FOR UTILITY BILL ADJUSTMENT

The Council considered a request by Michael Jensen of an adjustment to the utility bill of property at 1206 Jackson Avenue because of suspected vandalism to his property.  Motion by Ihrke seconded by Balm to approve the adjustment of only the sewer portion of the utility bill.  Motion carried unanimously
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice asked if the City could revise the City’s grass and weed maintenance ordinance to expedite the notification period to the landowner of tall grass.  City Attorney Maahs agreed to draft a revised grass and weed maintenance ordinance for the Council’s review.  Bice stated the house at 603 22nd Street is a safety issue and asked if the City can start procedures to teardown the house.  Stevens stated he will follow-up with the assistant city attorney on this matter.  Dohlman reported the City plans to vacuum sand and silt from the deltas created at the outlets on Center Lake and East Lake Okoboji.  Balm encouraged the City to move forward on creating a detention pond to control the run off of surface water entering Center Lake.  Stevens reported the City has not received notification of the request for voluntary annexation into the City of Okoboji.  Stevens reminded members of upcoming committee meetings.
