The Council informally agreed that the Police Chief and City Administrator have the authority to hire staff at a pay level reflecting experience.

Motion by Ihrke seconded by Bice to allow the Street Market to expand both north and south on Hill Avenue as needed for additional vendors.  Motion carried unanimously

Motion by Bice seconded by Thee to approve the appointment of Anita Sorenson to the Board of Adjustment.  Motion carried unanimously
APPOINTMENT TO SPIRIT LAKE DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION
Motion by Bice seconded by Ihrke to approve the appointment of Steve Balm to the Spirit Lake Development Corporation.  Motion carried unanimously
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Stevens reported he will be on vacation next week.  Police Chief Hanson informed the Council of his need to purchase two police cars.  The Council agreed to allow Hanson to purchase two vehicles as long as his budget could absorb the cost.  Dohlman stated he is considering an optional Monday morning garbage pickup for weekend residents whose garbage pickup day is later in the week.  Dohlman stated weekend residents would have to apply for the service and it would be at an additional cost.  The Council gave Dohlman permission to offer the service.
