AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF SPIRIT LAKE, IOWA, 2010, BY REVISING CHAPTER 165-ZONING ORDINANCE
Item was withdrawn from agenda.
REQUEST FOR DE-ANNEXATION OF RADCLIFFE PROPERTY
Jim and Damon Radcliffe of Spirit Lake, addressed the Council requesting the de-annexation of their property slated for the proposed golf course project.  Jim Radcliffe stated there is no purchase agreement between him and the developer, and does not feel the project will come to fruition.   Motion by Harbst to begin the process of de-annexation of the property owned by Jim and Damon Radcliffe.  Motion died for  lack of a second.  Assistant City Attorney Gregg Owens explained to the Radcliffes the procedure to request  de-annexation of their property.  Damon Radcliffe indicated he would prepare the written request.  The Council members asked City Administrator Stevens to contact the developers, Marty Benskin and Glenn Maddox, to attend the next council meeting to make them aware of the request for de-annexation.    
DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION ON AMENDING CHAPTER 75, 2010 CITY CODE REGARDING ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES AND SNOWMOBILES
The Council discussed whether to allow year around travel of all-terrain vehicles within the city limits. Tony Peterson of Cycle Country, stated year around travel would benefit owners and recommended the City attend an upcoming meeting with the DNR and DOT regarding possible statewide ATV standards.  Police officer Rod Bakker stated it is unknown how year-around travel of ATVs would impact the police department; however, expressed concern of the state law not requiring owners to provide liability insurance coverage.  Assistant City Attorney Gregg Owens stated that because of amendments to the State law and other changes, Owens will be revising the Ordinance for the Council’s review.  No action was taken.
DISCUSSION OF CITY/DD#22 RESPONSIBILITIES

Council member Balm stated the responsibilities of cleaning intakes and culverts was discussed at the DD#22 meeting earlier in the day; however, encouraged the City to do a better job enforcing erosion control and the weed and grass maintenance ordinance.  Stevens stated city staff will take a closer look at the enforcement of the nuisance ordinances.  

RESOLUTION APPROVING CHANGE ORDER #7 FOR WATER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION PROJECT
Motion by Ihrke to approve paying change order #7 for the water treatment plant expansion project.  No second.  Ihrke withdrew his motion.  Stevens will follow up with Howard R Green.
RE-APPOINTMENT TO PARK AND RECREATION COMMITTEE
Motion by Thee seconded by Balm to approve the re-appointment of Jed Jensen and Steve Kelly to the Park and Recreation Committee.  Motion carried unanimously
COMMUNICATIONS

Mayor Andera recommended the Street Committee and Utility Committee meet to discuss the letters from Tom Matuska and Chuck Hiner.  

COMMENTS BY PUBLIC
Brian Sudbrink, 3117 Sunner Avenue, registered a complaint regarding what he felt was the City showing preferential treatment to developers and builders, which he stated causes problems for the homeowner, like himself.  Donnie Tryon, 1105 Gary Avenue, reported he will be presenting documents to the City for a future council meeting.  He also reported sewer backup in his home following the rain event this past week, and asked the Council to consider re-instating the back-flow preventer program again.
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Mayor Andera reported he received some calls about sewer backup in homes following last week’s rain events.  Public Works Director Dohlman reported the Green Waste Site was closed over the weekend and is currently open during limited hours.  Dohlman estimated seventy percent of the tree and brush delivered to the Spirit Lake green waste site came from property owners outside the Spirit Lake and Orleans’s city limits. Dohlman also reported the City Hall staff vehicle is no longer operational and he is looking for a used vehicle to replace it.  The Council game Dohlman permission to replace the vehicle.
