FINANCIAL REPORT
Motion by Bice seconded by Ihrke to approve the Financial Report for June, 2010.  Motion carried unanimously.  Revenue for the month of June, 2010 is $422,923.40.  Expenditures for June, 2010 are as follows: General fund $154,164.71; Road Use $27,181.21; Trust & Agency $32,518.11; Economic Development $42,509.50; Debt Service $2,220,143.80; City Hall facilities project $9,980.00; Memorial Park renovation $3,610.32; 2010 Street Improvement $3,450.50; 23rd St Storm Sewer $1,219.00; Water $99,871.81; Water T&A $300.00; Water Treatment Plant Expansion $7,089.71; Water revenue sinking fund $201,235.00; Sanitary sewer $13,308.70; Solid waste $63,545.10, Partial self funding insurance $2,084.81.  
APPROVE LIQUOR LICENSE
Motion by Bice seconded by Ihrke to approve a Class C beer permit and Sunday sales for Casey’s General Store.   Motion carried unanimously.
UPDATE FROM LAKES COMMUNITY LAND TRUST
Jim Golden presented the Lakes Community Land Trust Annual Report and described two new homeowner programs, and a program to market locally grown food that is in keeping with promoting sustainable communities.
RESOLUTION NO. 2010-49
RESOLUTION APPROVING CHANGE ORDER FOR WATER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION PROJECT
Bice introduced and caused to be read Resolution No. 2010-49 and moved for its adoption, seconded by Balm.  Aye: Ihrke, Bice, Harbst, Balm, Thee.  Resolution duly adopted.

RESOLUTION FILING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS, AND SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE 23RD STREET DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
Beck explained the Council could go ahead and set the date for a public hearing for bid letting of the 23rd Street project; however, Steve Anderson, Dickinson County Urban Conservationist, recently informed Beck of a forgivable loan that could apply to this project.  Beck explained the Council could consider delaying action on the public hearing to allow the City time to pursue the option of a forgivable loan for this project.  The Council asked Dohlman to work with Beck and Steve Anderson on the details of this loan.  No action was taken.    

REQUEST TO SEVER LAND FROM CITY LIMITS
The item has been deferred until the next council meeting of August 24th.

COMMERCIAL TAX ABATEMENT 
The Council asked Stevens to check with the county assessor as to how a wind turbine is assessed.  The item was deferred until the next council meeting of August 24th.  
REAPPOINTMENT TO BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

Motion by Balm seconded by Thee to re-appoint Bruce Keenan to the Board of Adjustment.  Motion carried unanimously.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Ihrke asked that a sign to alert motorists of ‘bicyclists crossing’ or ‘children at play’ be placed on 28th Street.  Ihrke reported the Spirit Lake Fire Department was concerned about the financial impact of the possible Okoboji annexation.  Stevens presented a report of the projected reduction of tax revenue for the fire department if the land is annexed.  Harbst encouraged the Mayor, Council members and City staff to attend the Dickinson County Hazard Mitigation Plan meeting on August 19th.  Stevens reported plans are being finalized for demolition of the old water tower, tentatively scheduled for August 25th.  A press-release will be publicized to let the community know when the demolition will take place once the date is finalized.  Stevens stated that staff is committed to enforcing the erosion control ordinance and is addressing the problem with developers and owners who are in violation.  Stevens reported the City Hall roof is leaking into the vault and the basement has water and mold again following the recent rain events.  The Council asked Stevens to put the architect’s City Hall design plans on the next council agenda for discussion.
