FINANCIAL REPORT
Motion by Bice seconded by Thee to approve the Financial Report for July, 2010.  Motion carried unanimously.  Revenue for the month of July, 2010 was $542,029.17.  Expenditures for July, 2010 are as follows: General fund $197,688.49; Canine Fund $72.18; Road Use $12,601.71; Trust & Agency $40,770.65; Local Option Tax $20,000.00; Economic Development $724.00;  Friends of Library $3791.37; Memorial Park Renovation $3,605.40;  2010 Street Improvement $479.00; 23rd St Storm Sewer $5,500.00; Water $94,238.91; Water T&A $450.00; Water Treatment Plant Expansion $109,696.10; Sanitary sewer $12,907.93; Solid waste $51,865.20;  Partial self funding insurance $1,461.51.
PUBLIC HEARING

The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing on the 2010 Spirit Lake Street Improvement Project.  After receiving no written or oral comments, the Mayor officially closed the public hearing.  
RESOLUTION NO. 2010-56
RESOLUTION ACCEPTING BID AND AWARDING CONTRACT FOR THE 2010 STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
Ihrke introduced and caused to be read Resolution No. 2010-56 and moved for its adoption, seconded by Balm.  Aye: Ihrke, Bice, Harbst, Balm, Thee.  Resolution duly adopted.

REQUEST TO SEVER LAND FROM CITY LIMITS

Landowners Jim and Charlene Radcliffe are requesting their property that was voluntarily annexed into the City for a proposed golf course project be severed from the city limits.  The developer, Marty Benskin, was unable to attend the meeting. Council members Balm and Ihrke reported they each have spoken to other property owners in the past few weeks and each understood the golf course project to be now several years off into the future.
 Motion by Ihrke seconded by Thee to direct City Attorney Maahs to draw up a resolution that will sever the Radcliffe property from the city limits. Motion carried unanimously.  The Council noted that de-annexing the property is not an indication that the City is opposed to the golf course project.  
RESOLUTION FILING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS, AND SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE 23RD STREET DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT
Public Works Director Dohlman recommended the Council not take action at this time on the 23rd Street drainage improvement project as he is still investigating the possibility of adding a second small project that will be at a minimal cost to the City, if we can obtain grant funding.  Dohlman also reported the seed mixture used in the project germinates best in the spring and would be wise to do the project in the spring.  The Council agreed to take no action.

RESOLUTION APPROVING AMENDMENT TO PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH BECK ENGINEERING FOR THE 2010 STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Bice introduced and caused to be read Resolution No. 2010-57 and moved for its adoption, which was seconded by Harbst.  Aye:  Bice, Harbst, Ihrke, Balm, Thee.  Resolution duly adopted.

COMMERCIAL TAX ABATEMENT 

Stevens reported he followed up with the County Assessor who stated this wind turbine would be assessed as commercial property. Motion by Ihrke seconded by Thee to approve the commercial tax abatement application for Courtyard Gardens at 3006 Hwy 71.  Motion carried unanimously

DISCUSSION OF RESUMING CONSULTING SERVICES WITH SHORT ELLIOTT HENDRICKSON, INC. FOR THE CITY HALL/POLICE FEASIBILITY STUDY

Motion by Bice seconded by Balm to resume the consulting services with Short Elliott Hendrickson, Inc. for the City Hall/Police feasibility study.  Motion carried unanimously.  Dohlman stated he will direct Short Elliott Hendrickson, Inc. to prepare two plans; one for the City Hall only, and one plan for City Hall, with the Police department and Chamber of Commerce office.   Both plans would use the site of the current City Hall.

Ihrke introduced and caused to be read Resolution No. 2010-58 and moved for its adoption, which was seconded by Thee.  Aye:  Bice, Harbst, Ihrke, Balm, Thee.  Resolution duly adopted
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice asked that the Public Safety Committee consider a noise ordinance to address semi truck engine braking when driving through the city.  Harbst questioned if the sand delta near the city lot of Center Lake has been fixed.  Dohlman reported a similar project  was unsuccessful, but he was evaluating other options to remove the sand.  Dohlman stated he would follow up with a letter to the affected property owners.  Stevens reported the Utility Committee meeting for August 26th will be postponed to a later date, and the Council will meet for a work session at noon on September 9th.  Dohlman asked that discussion of the National Flood Insurance Program be on the next council agenda.
