Dohlman wants the Council to consider passing a resolution at their next meeting to engage NWIPD for updating the Zoning Plan.  Stevens stated that talks with the County are underway regarding recycling sites. Concern was expressed regarding the rough rail-road crossings on 15th and Memphis.
