COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF

Ihrke questioned sanitation collection at Center Lake Village, but the council agreed the garbage would continue to be collected at the dumpster given that the street is privately owned at Center Lake Village. Balm encouraged enforcement of the ordinance requiring silt screen fences at construction sites. Mayor Andera received a letter of thank you from the Lakes Corridor for the city’s commitment to the Target Iowa Corridor Campaign.
