Curtis Silva spoke regarding the sidewalk at his house.  He also asked for information regarding the status of the ATV ordinance.  Earl Maahs pointed out that under current City law, ATVs are legal on City streets from December 1 through March 31.  The County has asked for, and not received, an opinion from the Attorney General regarding apparent conflicts in the Iowa Code regarding City authority.

Mark Stevens reminded the Council of the date change for the next regular Council meeting to November 12.  Dwight Dohlman notified the Council that the City is extending curbside green waste pickup through November.
