DISCUSSION OF 19TH STREET RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT

Dwight Dohlman, Public Works Director, presented a scope of the 19th Street reconstruction project and indicated the City will be meeting with representatives of the courthouse and the State Bank with details of the street project.
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF

Dohlman explained that it would be wise for the City to have plans and specs prepared ahead of time for infrastructure projects should funding become available from the government in the future.  The Council agreed that would be a good practice to prioritize jobs that could be implemented quickly.  Dohlman reported he has met with the Northwest Iowa Homebuilders Association and received useful comments to incorporate into the proposed silt screen ordinance.   Harbst reported he has received some complaints from the public about council members voices not being heard on the videotaped council meetings.  Stevens stated he would check into quotes to improve the sound system.
