PUBLIC HEARING
The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing to rezone certain property located with the corporate limits of Spirit Lake, Dickinson County, Iowa, from Highway Commercial (HC) to Multi-Family (R-3) and rezoning certain property located within the corporate limits of Spirit Lake, Dickinson County, Iowa, from Suburban (A-2) to Multi-Family (R-3).  Mayor Andera asked for public comments.  Brad Beck, representing developers Marty Benskin and Glen Maddox, explained the Iowa Great Lakes Golf Resort project and explained the use of the land to be rezoned.  Kevin Sander of Sanderson Law Firm of Estherville, representing the Raymond Resch family, stated the Resch family is not resistant to the rezoning request; Steve Litts of the Dickinson County Trail Board asked that the trail board remained informed of the development with respect to the trail system; and Bob Sneitzer of Spirit Lake spoke in favor of the project.  After receiving all oral comments and no written comments, the Mayor officially closed the public hearing.  
PUBLIC HEARING
The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing to amend Ordinance 2-98, the zoning ordinance of the City of Spirit Lake, Iowa, by providing for definition of a golf course; by providing for golf course as a permitted use in multi-family residential district and highway commercial district; by providing for multi-family district as a permitted use rather than a special exception in a highway commercial district.  After receiving no oral or written comments, the Mayor officially closed the public hearing.
