COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Dohlman reported on snow removal activities within the city, stating sand and salt are still in good supply; however, off-site storage of snow may be a factor if snowfall continues to accumulate in the coming months. The Council commended the city staff on snow removal this winter.   Stevens stated the taxi-cab ordinance may need review and determine a method for enforcement.
