Harbst questioned the futility of clearing the trail along East Lake Okoboji during winter months.  Balm commended the Street Department’s efforts on clearing the snow off this winter.  Stevens reported he and Assistant Attorney Owens are working with the Iowa Finance Authority on financing issues for property at 23rd and Hill.
