UPDATE OF IOWA LAKES CORRIDOR

Kathy Evert, President and CEO of the Iowa Lakes Corridor Development Corporation, thanked the Council for their continued support and encouraged the city to continue to be receptive, ready and responsive for future opportunities.  Evert reported the Corridor has increased marketing of the region at regional trade shows.

GREEN WASTE DISPOSAL PROGRAM

Dwight Dohlman, Public Works Director, updated the Council of the progress to re-open the city’s former dump site for green waste disposal.  It is the city’s intention to no longer have dumpsters available at the Public Works facility for green waste disposal, but rather citizens would use the green waste disposal site east of Orleans.  The site is targeted to be open by March 16th. 
COMMENTS BY PUBLIC
Cathy Hanson requested the Council to consider an ordinance that bans cage fighting within Spirit Lake, stating an ordinance regulating cage fighting will not stop the violence from overflowing into the community. 
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF

Mayor Andera reported the Public Safety Committee has outlined some regulations for the Council’s consideration on a proposed cage-fighting ordinance.  The Council directed City Attorney Maahs to draft  an ordinance addressing the regulations..  Balm recommended a ban on alcohol be written in the ordinance.
