Stacy Rosemore, Director of Okoboji Tourism, presented the 2008 Annual Report and thanked the Council for its continued support.

UPDATE OF SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER

Superintendent Latham was unable to attend council meeting; therefore, no report was given.
TELECOMMUNICATION DISCUSSION

Pat Butler, member of the Telecommunication and Cable Communication Committee, explained the federal stimulus packet might have funding for telecommunications for under-serviced areas of Iowa.  The Council consented to allow Butler to investigate the possibility of funding for the Spirit Lake region.

DISCUSSION OF ULTIMATE FIGHTING REGULATION ORDINANCE
City Attorney Maahs presented a draft of an ultimate fighting regulation ordinance and suggested council members review the ordinance and determine what items they want in the ordinance and what items they want removed from the ordinance, and return changes to Mark Stevens.  The Council will discuss the proposed ordinance at the next meeting.  

COMMUNICATION
The Council acknowledges receipt of and filed the 2008 Planning & Zoning Annual Report.  A press release of the opening of the Spirit Lake Green Waste Site was reviewed.  Harbst questioned if the site will be staffed on weekends, and Dohlman assured them staff will monitor the site on weekends as well.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Diane Zemple, Cathy Hanson and Lori Ruf, all from Spirit Lake, spoke in opposition of allowing cage fighting in Spirit Lake.  Lori Dennis of Spirit Lake, Dan Lewis, owner of Tri-State Cage Fighting, and Tom Coyle of Spencer, spoke in favor of cage fighting.  Terry Yarns asked the Council to support Pat Butler as he investigates telecommunication funding for Spirit Lake, as it will also support Economic Development.
