Jan Bowles, Alliant Energy Account Manager, presented the Alliant Energy annual report of community involvement and investment, and presented a check to the City for $2,400 for the Trees Forever Program.  The City thanked Jan Bowles for the donation.
REZONING ZONING CERTAIN PROPERTIES LOCATED WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF SPIRIT LAKE, DICKINSON COUNTY, IOWA FROM RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT (R-1) TO MULTI-FAMILY DISTRICT (R-3)

PUBLIC HEARING

The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing to rezone certain properties located within the corporate limits of Spirit Lake, Dickinson County, Iowa from Single Family Residential (R-1) to Multi-Family Family (R-3).  Mayor Andera asked for public comments.  Laura and Norman Johnson, 4005 Stover Avenue, stated they are not against the new golf course; however, expressed concern about housing density and uniformity of houses.    Brian Renken, 3813 Stover Avenue, feels more information should be known about how Country Acres Estates will be replatted.   Balm recommended the City, the developers and homeowners on Stover Avenue discuss concerns of the proposed development.  Motion by Balm seconded by Harbst to continue the public hearing to the next regular city council meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

COMMENTS BY PUBLIC
Cathy Hanson of Spirit Lake recommended additional restrictions to include in the proposed ultimate fighting ordinance.  Lori Ruf of Spirit Lake asked if the matter of ultimate fighting could be brought to a public referendum. Pam Jordon of Spirit Lake spoke against allowing ultimate fighting.  Dan Lewis, owner of Tri-State Cage Fighting, re-assured the Council that the health insurance coverage is in place for his events.  
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF

Councilmember Harbst reported the Iowa Attorney General’s office is reviewing the regulations and use of all-terrain vehicles (ATV’s).  Public Works Director Dohlman reported the Spirit Lake Parks and Recreation Committee has reconvened meeting again.  The Council granted Dohlman permission to work with City Attorney in drafting a Hold Harmless Agreement to allow the removal of firewood from the green waste site.  Dohlman reported the City will pick up green waste curbside on Fridays beginning at 7:00 AM instead of 8:00 AM.   Stevens reported on the status of filling vacant positions and developing a plan for suggested improvements to drainage district #22.
