DISCUSSION OF LOWER GAR OUTLET PROJECT

Dr. Eric Nielsen of Spirit Lake addressed the council stating the City should stay attuned to the County’s proceedings of the Lower Gar outlet, a flood control structure of the Iowa Great Lakes chain, as the outlet has a direct affect on East Lake Okoboji, of which the City has parks bordering the lake and shoreline.  Nielsen requested the Council to encourage the Board of Supervisors to evaluate and review all the alternatives before making a decision on the Lower Gar outlet project.  County Supervisor Paul Johnson explained the current situation of the Lower Gar outlet and stated the County will remain in conversation with the Iowa DNR and Corp of Engineers.  No action was taken.
DISCUSSION OF DOWNTOWN DESIGN GUIDELINES

Public Works Director Dohlman explained Downtown Design Guidelines would improve the aesthetics and structure of the buildings of downtown Spirit Lake.  Dohlman asked the Council to consider adopting the voluntary guidelines and allowing the City to continue to work on the design standards.  Balm suggested downtown businesses with design changes should go before a Downtown Design Review committee and the City could offer a financial incentive package.  Stevens will prepare a financial incentive package for the council to review.  No action was taken.
REQUEST STREET CLOSURE FOR JUNE 14, 2009

Motion by Ihrke seconded by Thee to approve the closure of Hill Avenue, from 18th to 19th Street, on June 14, 2009 from 11:00 AM to 4:30 PM for the grand opening ceremony of the new courthouse.  Motion carried unanimously

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Stevens reported Global Entertainment recently met with the County Supervisors and the County has shown interest to continue dialogue with Global Entertainment.  Stevens stated he would stay in touch with the County on this matter and will explore options for the City if that is the direction of the Council.  The Council agreed.
