COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Harbst suggested the speed limit be increased on Hill Avenue between 36th Street and 40th Street.  Mayor Andera recommended the item be discussed at the next council meeting.  Ihrke reported the Spirit Lake Fire Department is nearing completion of their audits and will be submitting a report to the Council.  Stevens stated he and Dohlman are working on the Downtown Design Guidelines Program and financial incentives, and will present more information at the next council meeting.   Stevens also reported that the DNR and Clean Water Alliance Coordinator are pursuing federal grant money to make possible improvements to the Center Lake drainage and other areas including drainage district 22.  Members of the Street Committee will meet on June 18th and the Administration/Finance Committee will meet on June 22nd.
