The Council authorized Stevens to discuss with RDG Planning the development of an agreement for a housing assessment of the City of Spirit Lake.

Council agreed to consider the funding request during the 2010/11 budget planning session.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice stated that the Attorney General’s office indicated the regulations and use of all-terrain vehicles (ATVs) will most likely be regulated at the local government level. Thee questioned whether the city or county is responsible for mowing ditches along Sunner Avenue.  Dohlman will follow-up on who is responsible for the mowing.  Stevens stated property owners along 19th Street have requested the city to reconsider changing the area marked for ‘no parking’ to allow parking.  Stevens reported the Spirit Lake Industrial Development Committee is currently looking at optional sites for a future industrial park, and Stevens will bring their recommendation to the Council in August.  Stevens stated he is meeting with council members to review the proposed Comprehensive Land Use Plan.  Dohlman reported that effective July 15, 2009, the State of Iowa Department of Health will begin conducting statewide electrical inspections.  Police Chief Hanson requested a public safety committee meeting be held in the near future.
