DISCUSSION OF BACKFLOW PREVENTER PROGRAM FOR CENTER LAKE DRIVE

Keith Oostenbrug, Sondra Merrick, Rev. James Wolfram, Marchelo Roman and Lee Nation, residents of Center Lake Drive, Spirit Lake, Iowa, addressed the Council their concern of recent sanitary sewer backup causing damage to three neighborhood homes and asked the city council for assistance.  Dean Dodds, Water Plant Superintendent, explained that tree roots were the cause of the blockage and recommended the city implement the backflow preventer program to the homeowners affected by the sewer backup.  
Motion by Thee seconded by Ihrke to make the backflow preventor program available to the three homes on Center Lake Drive affected by the sanitary sewer backup.  Motion by Thee seconded by Ihrke to withdraw the above mentioned motion.  Motion to withdraw the motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Thee seconded by Ihrke to offer the backflow preventer program city-wide whereas eligibility would be based on a sewer backup reported to the City and follow the same process as the June 2007 program including a grant of $750 maximum and a $10,000 cap on the total backflow preventer program which is to end November 13, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously
DISCUSSION OF RUSTED STREET LIGHT POLES

Dohlman reported a problem of rusting of the street light thirty-foot pole bases.  Ron Feigl, representative of Holophane, discussed the problem with members of the Council.  Motion by Balm seconded by Bice stating it is the Council’s intent to insist on following the original specifications of the contract for the light pole bases, and requesting Dohlman to follow-up with Holophane.  Motion carried unanimously
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice reported the Spirit Lake Fire Department has recently completed audits for FY 07/08 and FY 08/09.  Stevens stated the City will proceed with payment to the Fire Department upon receipt of the audits.  Bice questioned what the City is doing with the property at 603 22nd Street .  Maahs stated the City could file a municipal infraction to have the court order the removal of the house.  Dohlman reported the street department is repairing streets between 30th and 34th Street and checking sub-grade when conducting repairs.  Stevens stated the City hired Tom Orthel for the Water Department.  Stevens reported a positive outcome of last fiscal year’s financial report, which has significantly improved the financial conditions of the City.
