REVENUE REPORT FOR JULY, 2009

Motion by Thee seconded by Bice to approve the Revenue Report for July, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Thee seconded by Bice to approve Class B beer permit and Sunday sales for China Sea Buffet.  Motion carried unanimously
REZONE CERTAIN PROPERTY WITHIN CITY OF SPIRIT LAKE CITY LIMITS FROM GENERAL INDUSTRIAL (GI) TO GENERAL COMMERCIAL (GC) 
(LAKE STREET BUSINESS PARK)
PUBLIC HEARING

The Mayor announced that this is the time and place for the public hearing for the rezoning of certain property within the city of Spirit Lake (the Lake Street Business Park) from General Industrial to General Commercial.  Mayor Andera asked for public comments.  Alan Boer, 1012 15th Street, reported storm sewer concerns during heavy rainfall on 15th Street, especially if the area to be rezoned has additional hard surface. The Council replied that improvement to the storm water drainage on 15th Street are in the city’s long-range plans for 15th Street.   Sue Haburn, 1008 15th Street, expressed concern about additional traffic on 15th Street and the possibility of late night business activity.  Following some discussion, the Council recommended the Planning and Zoning Commission consider making some uses of General Commercial that border residential areas to be changed to ‘special exception use’.  Mayor Andera asked Stevens if any written comments were received.  Stevens presented a letter from Casey’s General Store, Inc. written in opposition of the rezoning request.  After receiving no more written or oral comments, the Mayor officially closed the public hearing.
