COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Bice questioned the progress of replacing rusting decorative light pole bases.  Dohlman stated he will follow-up with Holophane Company.  Ihrke recommended the water tower light be lit and turned off at 10PM each night. Stevens stated he would follow-up with the lighting of the water tower.  Stevens reported the housing assessment project has been delayed until November.  The City is working with the landowner to obtain right-of-way access to repair the railroad crossings.
