Dohlman reported Shamrock Recycling of Algona is exploring uses for the woodchips from the Spirit Lake green waste site, at no expense to the City.  Councilmember Harbst and landowners Damon Radcliff and Charlene Radcliff expressed concern over the lack of action of the developers of the proposed golf course development.  Balm recommended a joint meeting within the next thirty days between the landowners, developers, and City to inform all parties of the status of the proposed project. Stevens will coordinate the parties for that meeting.
