AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2-98, OF THE CITY OF SPIRIT LAKE, IOWA, BY AMENDING ARTICLE 11 GENERAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, TO PROVIDE FOR THE SPECIAL EXCEPTION USE FOR DRINKING ESTABLISHMENTS WHEN LOCATED LESS THAN  200 FEET FROM A RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT
