FISCAL YEAR 2010 BUDGET ISSUES

Stevens reported the first quarter of FY2010 budget reveals expenditures to be on track as budgeted; however, revenues are weak due to shortfalls of LOST revenue, fees and other sources of funds, as well as a reduction of revenue from the state.  Stevens plans to immediately implement some changes to hold down expenditures, and states he and the Council will be addressing budget issues next month during a budget retreat.  
COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Hanson stated he plans to use the area hiring cooperative to fill a vacancy on the police department which will save the department some hiring costs.  Stevens announced the new 2009 Spirit Lake Comprehensive Plan books are completed and council members should have received their new book.  Stevens stated the Housing Focus Groups will be meeting November 12-13th to discuss Spirit Lake housing issues.  Council members may attend the meetings.  Ihrke thanked Stevens and staff for diligently managing the city budget.
