DISCUSSION OF SOLID WASTE CONTROL

Public Works Director Dwight Dohlman recommends the City consider revising the ordinances regarding solid waste to allow the City exclusive authority to solid waste collection and exclusive authority to provide dumpsters within the City for residential and commercial use.  The Council agreed to discuss ordinance changes at the next council agenda.  Harbst asked the staff to review the solid waste rates to ensure the rates are fair.  Stevens offered to present a solid waste report at the next council meeting.
COMMENTS BY PUBLIC

Barry and Kerry Belkin of Spirit Lake, spoke to the Council asking for assurance their retaining wall at 302 21st Street will be repaired to the condition it was before the 21st Street sewer project.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR, COUNCIL AND STAFF
Stevens reported Housing Focus Groups will meet November 12th and 13th.  A representative of the RDG Planning will present a report to the City Council at a later date.  Stevens reminded the Council of the Chamber’s Annual meeting on November 16th, and a Council retreat on Thursday, November 19th.  Dohlman reported Holophane Company will provide aluminum bases as originally specified in the contract for the light pole bases.  The Street Committee will discuss installation of these bases.
