Thee reminded the public to mark fire hydrants with a flag or pole during the winter season to aid fire fighters in locating the fire hydrant.  Ihrke also reminded the public to keep sidewalks clear of snow and ice in the winter, and to observe removing vehicles from streets during snow removal this winter. Stevens reported a representative of the RDG Planning will present the housing assessment recommendation to the City Council; tentatively scheduled for December 17th, and the public is welcome to attend.
