ENGINEER’S REPORT
Hopper reported Valley Contracting did some pumping on Pond #2; however, pumping stopped once the snow thaw was past the critical point. Balm questioned whether the drainage district should consider owning equipment to pump the ponds rather than renting the equipment, as pumping of the ponds could be a factor each year with the spring thaw.  Hopper advised Balm to take manpower time into consideration when making that decision. 

BIDS FOR POND #2 SHORELINE RESTORATION
Hopper presented the bid tabulation for the 2010 Pond No. 2 Restoration Project.  Hopper made the recommendation to accept the bid from Beemer Companies of Fairmont, Minnesota with Option #2 bid of coconut logs installed around the entire perimeter of Pond #2 for $79,043.00
Motion by Ihrke seconded by Harbst to accept the bid from Beemer Companies with Option #2 for the Pond No. 2 Shoreline Restoration Project.  Motion carried unanimously.
PRESCRIBED BURNS
Dohlman reported he has met with the Iowa DNR on the prescribed burns for seven detention ponds this spring.  The burns will occur during the end of April and first of May.  Dohlman stated the public will be made aware of the burns in advance by announcements on the radio and on the city’s website.
