DISCUSSION OF DENTENTION POND NEXT TO GREAT LAKES MALL
Thee reported the owners of the Great Lakes Mall expressed concern to him about of the overgrowth of trees and weeds around the detention pond next to the Great Lakes Mall.  Beck agreed the ponds needs maintenance to control the overgrowth, and offered to get bids from lawn service companies to remove trees and weeds.  Beck stated he would be sure to indicate in the bid which ponds have a buffer zone around them.  Balm stated at one time the snow from the mall parking lot was being pushed into the detention pond.  Owens stated the owners of the mall have taken steps to correct that by pushing the snow to the south end of the parking lot.
ENGINEER’S REPORT
Beck reported the berm on Pinewood Drive is working properly, and that the property owners are pleased that the berm is holding water back from recent rains.  Beck stated two of the three permits are in for the Pointe of Pines project and hopes to complete the work yet this fall.  The tile line behind Stoller’s Fisheries has been repaired.  Beck reported a number of the detention ponds need maintenance of debris, trees, and tall grass. Beck recommends preparing a map of the ponds and the scope of the work to be done for bid to lawn service businesses.   The Council directed Beck to get bids for maintenance of the drainage system and present the quotes at the next meeting. 

STORM WATER MODELING

Chad Hanish of Howard R Green Company explained the purpose of the storm water modeling.  Motion by Balm seconded by Bice to approve the storm water modeling agreement with Howard R Green Company.  Motion carried unanimously.
DISCUSSION OF MEETING DATE AND TIME
Bice and Thee expressed concern of drainage district meetings extending past one hour and affecting their employment.  Council members discussed whether to hold a drainage district meeting after a city council meeting.  Andera recommended the drainage district continue to meet the fourth Tuesday of each month at noon, for the next few months, and make a strong effort to keep the meeting within the hour.    
GENERAL DISCUSSION

Dohlman reported the silt fence is installed at Pond #2 and the restoration project is progressing along well. 

Beck recommended the 23rd Street drainage project be postponed until spring.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Rod and Bonnie Simonson reported the silt fence in Pond #1 is torn and is partially submerged in the water. Dohlman stated city staff will remove the fence.  Bonnie Simonson commented she is pleased to see that the water at the outlet is running clear.
ADJOURNMENT

Motion by Bice seconded by Harbst to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
